In Joe Franklin's office we keep a count-
down calendar to renovation completion.
It is in the form of a flip chart. Monday
we tore off the 100 and moved to 99.
Our contractor feels they are a bit ahead
of schedule. It should, therefore, be
even closer to completion. Tomorrow
morning several of the engineers and our
architect will be here to meet with our
committee, to inspect the work, and to sign completion
documents on the interior work that has been done. This
is precursor to final occupancy documents. We are mak-
ing progress. I am grateful to all involved, especially to
my church for your faithfulness in giving and praying and
for your patience with this extended process.

I have been contacting friends and our many partner col-
leges and seminaries soliciting recommendations for our
student ministry position. We will need to select a search
committee for this task. I will ask our deacons for input
and a recommendation about the process for selecting a
committee. They will neither select nor recommend a
committee, just the process by which we will together
select one. I hope to have this committee in place within
the next month. We may have a recommendation today
concerning the interim children's minister position.
There were a few things still to be done at the time of
this writing.

I have been receiving a few names already for the student
minister position and have conducted one brief interview
already. I will not personally select the next student min-
ister, but I fully expect to be included in the process with
our committee. It should be a prayerful collaboration
between committee, pastor, and congregation as we seek
the will of God together.

Can you believe the summer is neatly over? School starts
in a few weeks. Where has the time gone? New oppot-
tunities await us in the coming days. Now is the time for
faithfulness as we participate in the life together of First
Baptist Church. In these exciting days of opportunity 1
