Lent is not a word you will find in the Bible.  If we 
dismissed all the things in Christian faith and practice 
that are not specifically mentioned by name in the 
Bible we would lose Christmas, Advent, Easter (With 
the KJV exception of Acts 12:4, where the word 
"Passover" was translated as "Easter".), and         
Trinity.  The vocabulary of faith would be            
impoverished indeed! 
 
While the Bible does not mention Lent it certainly does mention and 

encourage the practice of penance.  Solemn assemblies, fasts, the              
wearing of sackcloth and ashes, the prophetic call for tears and lament, 
and the fervent prayers of confession found in the Psalms, all give             
witness to the practice of penance throughout the faith life of the people 
of God. 
 
In our tradition repentance is often limited to the foyer of conver-
sion.  Once the repentant person has entered into the sanctuary of              
salvation it can be discarded, like muddy boots when entering a clean 
house.  But repentance is not just how we enter the Kingdom of God.  It 
is how we live and journey with the people of God.  It is also how we 
conduct ourselves among the people of the world, never presenting              
ourselves as perfect and self righteous.  We are sinners saved by 
grace.  We are still sinners.  And it is precisely because sin has not been 
left behind that we cannot abandon the practice of penance.   
 
Lent is not the only time we practice the confession of sin, any more than 
Christmas is the only time we think of the incarnation, or Easter is the 
only time we proclaim the truth of the resurrection.  It is a time for re-
membering the fact of our humanity and mortality, including our sinful 
nature and choices.  It is a time to develop the practice of penance so that 
we might live a life of humility.   
 
Lent is not limited to penance.  It is also a time for receiving grace,               
experiencing the joy of forgiveness, and nurturing the life of faithful 
obedience to Christ.  It is a time to renew our missional commitment to 
service in God's world.  To use a word we Baptists have employed, Lent 
is a time of Revival; scheduled, prepared for, prayed over, carried out, 
and celebrated for the results it brings to spiritual life of God's people.   
 
"If my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and 
pray, and turn from their wicked way, then will I hear from heaven and 

will heal their land" (2 Chronicles 7:14).  This is the practice and            
blessing of Lent.
