òCome, all you who are thirsty, 
come to the waters; 
and you who have no money, 
come, buy and eat!  
Come, buy wine and milk 
without money and without cost.ó  
(Isaiah 55:1, NIV) 
 
Buying without money!  Acquiring without cost!  Sounds 
too good to be true.   People unfamiliar with the Bible 
might think this was the promise of a politician desperate 
to be elected.  Free stuff!  Who could resist? 
 
This, of course, is the word of Isaiah the prophet; Isaiah of 
the exile.  Like Moses before him, he prophesied the 
return of his people from a land of captivity where they 
labored as slaves.  He predicted a time when the captives 
would return.  It would be such a glorious day that the 
former captives would be able to buy without money and 
own without cost.   
 
Isaiah is more than a prophet.  He is also a poet.  He longs 
for a day, not where people can buy anything without 
money, but a day where they seek the best things; things 
that make a real difference.  "Why spend money on what is 
not bread?"  (Isaiah 55:2a, NIV) 
 
The real reason these returning exiles can buy that which 
isn't bread without any cost to them is that God has picked 
up the tab.  In the words of Isaiah, this is all possible 
"Because of the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, 
for he has endowed you with splendor."   
(Isaiah 55:5b, NIV) 
 
This is the Gospel.  This is the Good News of grace.  God 
has enriched and blessed His people.  And He has paid for 
it.  We know, of course, that the ultimate fulfillment of this 
prophecy comes through Jesus Christ who paid the price 
for our redemption.  It is why we worship and seek the 
Lord.  Come to the table of grace and receive all you need.  
It's free.  And it is the only thing that makes an eternal 
difference.   
 
I am glad to be a modern day Isaiah, offering the grace of 
God to people in need.  It has all been paid for!  I am glad
