Joe Cadena was hired 25 years ago as an 
assistant custodian working with Mr. Curtis 
Jones.  Don Williford was pastor.  S.L. Harris 
was the associate pastor.  When Mr. Jones 
retired Joe became head custodian.  Over the 
past 25 years Joe has had five pastors, at least 
six Education/Administration pastors, and a 
host of other ministerial and secretarial staff 
persons.  The way our committees rotate he 
has served with at least 150 different lay 
persons on those committees that deal with maintenance and 
personnel issues, including Properties, Personnel, and 
Stewardship committees.     
 
How do you list the things Joe Cadena has done at FBC that are 
as important to our experience of worship as anything else we 
do?  At 4.3 (number of weeks in a month) times 9 (the number 
of months in the grass growing season), times 25 years, we can 
safely say that he has mowed the yard 967.5 times. He has 
changed enough light bulbs to brighten Texas Stadium.  He has 
worked hundreds of weddings without ever using the word 
"Bridezilla."  He has set up the fellowship hall in every seating 
arrangement known to mankind, and swept enough rice off the 
sidewalk to feed an army.  He has filled, repaired, and refilled the 
baptistry hundreds of times.  He has unlocked doors, turned on 
and off lights, set thermostats, and then reset them for the 
colder natured persons before resetting them again for the hot 
natured crowd.  He has kept the old elevator running years past 
its prime with high tech parts such as bungee chords, bailing 
wire, duct tape, and a lot of prayer.  He has been up and down 
the stairs enough times to have walked to heaven and back.   
 
Joe has done a great job for FBC.  But the story of Joe Cadena 
cannot be fully told by his competence alone.  To complete the 
picture, you have to talk about his compassion.  Joe loves this 
church and its people.  He knows our names.  He knows we are 
not perfect.  After all, he cleans up after us.  But it is not the 
messes that has kept him coming back for 25 years.  It is the 
people.  And most of all, Joe loves Jesus.  He has expressed that 
love by taking care of His church and His people.   
 
Joe Cadena, it has been my privilege to serve Jesus with you for 
these nearly six years.  On behalf of the entire FBC family I say, 
"Well done, good and faithful servant."  We wish you the best.
