What does it mean to be a Christian steward?  
When a preacher asks this question it is usually 
time to hang on to your wallet.  However, 
Christian stewardship is about a lot more than 
our financial contributions.  On the financial 
side, it involves how we earn our money, how 
we spend it, and how we give it.  Stewardship 
also involves our service and our influence.  It 
is a giving of ourselves more than of our 
things.  It requires us to pray, worship, and 
study the scriptures so that we might be prepared to live a life of 
Christian service.  Stewardship isn't the practice of giving only, it is 
the discipline of living the Christ life.  It's not primarily how God 
raises money.  It is how God raises sons and daughters capable of 
joining in the work of redeeming the world. 
 
Last year we stepped out as a church with a bold vision of expanding 
our student ministry to the church and community.  We prayed, 
listened to one another, and together sought the will of God.  Near 
the end of the summer we extended a call to Elias Garcia to become 
our Minister of Students, a call which he felt the Lord's leadership to 
accept.  These are exciting days indeed.  We knew this decision 
would carry increased financial demands on our budget.  We also 
knew it would require increased personal involvement on the part of 
the church in student ministry.  We did not call Elias Garcia to do 
ministry for us.  We invited him to lead us into shared ministry with 
our students and the unchurched youth of Brownwood.  
 
Today Elias is sharing his heart and vision for student ministry.  I can 
assure you it is a vision compelling enough to capture our 
imaginations, elicit our full support, and open our minds to the 
individual roles God would have us play in our Student Ministry.  It 
will require all of us to seek our place in service to the youth of 
Brownwood and beyond.  You have begun well.  We had nearly 
thirty of you participate in Fields of Faith.   What is next?  What is 
the big picture?  What can you do to make this vision a reality? 
 
This coming Tuesday night we will have the opportunity to serve 
together as a church at Good Samaritan ministries.  Come join us at 
6:00 p.m. as we learn about ways to support Good Sam.  Good 
Samaritan is located at 305 Clark Street.  I look forward to seeing you 
as we put our faith into action.  It's what good stewards do.  I am 
glad to be
