I have a new favorite TV show.  Like most of 
my favorite television shows and movies it is a 
story about relationships and family.  Like the 
best tales humanity first learned to tell and 
retell, it is a redemption story.  It is about the 
creation of a family that is large, messy, at 
times incredibly selfish, and yet full of enough 
grace to forgive the bad stuff, work through 
the so so stuff, and celebrate the good 
memories.  The show is called "This Is 
Us."  The patriarch of my own messy family, 
my father, would say, "It might be a good show, but it's terrible 
grammar.  Verbs of being take their compliments in the subjective 
case and subject, verb, and compliment should agree in number.  It 
should be 'These Are We'."  It was annoying at a family dinner but it 
did get me good scores on the SAT and later the GRE, and if I could 
hear him correct my grammar again I would smile, thank him, and 
tell him how much I appreciate and love him.   
 
I don't mention this to get you to watch the show.  It really isn't 
necessary.  It's probably not necessary for me to watch it any more, 
though I'm sure I will.  What is necessary is for me to remember that 
I don't have to laugh and cry vicariously with some TV family.  I 
have my own for that.  Although some of that family is now waiting 
on the other side of this life, I have a lot still with me and all the 
memories of those that are gone.  I wouldn't trade them for 
anything.  And I have a family that Debbie and I have created 
together that has cried enough to float a boat, laughed enough to 
break a rib or two, and loved enough for a hundred families.   
 
Today we celebrate Lord's Supper together, license some new 
ministers of the gospel, hear the wonderful sounds of Christmas 
music "sung by a choir," and if the heater isn't working we will wish 
we were "all dressed up like Eskimos."   And through it all we will 
again tell the story that has shaped this family of faith and connected 
us with ancestors that go back to the beginning of time.  It is a story 
of love that was faithful and love that wasn't.  It is a story of the 
forgiveness that brings us back together and has the potential of 
making us good again.  It is the story of forgiveness, grace, and 
renewal of the family.  
 
Every Sunday morning at Oakridge we begin the worship service 
singing "I'm So Glad I'm a Part of the Family of God."  And I 
am.  Because warts and all, church...This Is Us!  OK!  OK daddy.  I 
hear you.  These are we!  I couldn't be more glad to be
