R 
esponding to God's call sometimes 
leads to poor grammar. Like 
Jeremiah, we find ourselves using 
double negatives to get to the heart 

of the matter. We do not respond to God's call 
simply because it is exciting and full of promise. 
We respond to God's call because we cannot not 
respond. 
 
While on our mission trip we heard a story 
about Cine, who grew up in India.  When he 
was a teenager, he was searching for peace.  He took the journey to 
Mecca hoping to find peace.  When he returned, he was the same; 
empty.  One day while driving to work, his car broke down in front 
of a church. This kept happening each week.  Finally, he stormed 
into the church wanting to know what they believed.  The pastor 
was hesitant, knowing Cine was a Muslim, for Christians cannot 
convert Muslims.  Yet the pastor could not keep silent.  He gave 
Cine a Bible.  Cine went home, read his Bible, and quickly fell in 
love with Jesus.  He began to find peace.  Even his family began to 
see a difference in him.  Cine gave his life to Jesus and wanted to 
share his faith with his family.  Like the prophet Jeremiah, he could 
not hold it in, òsomething like a burning fire shut up in my bones; I 
am weary with holding it in, and I cannot.ó  (Jer. 20:9) His pastor 
warned him that his family would not accept him.  Cine said he 
cannot not tell them about his faith in Jesus. When he got home, he 
shared his faith.  His parents told him if he would not deny Jesus, he 
would be disowned.  Cine walked out of the house never to return.  
Cine serves Christ in India.  He is sharing Jesus faithfully, for he 
cannot not respond to God.    
 
Cine wouldnõt be described as prophetic. He is a missionary, yet his 
decision to follow Jesusõ call is a prophetic act. Such acts are not 
limited to only ministers.  There are others: the student who 
chooses to sit with someone who is sitting alone in the lunch room; 
parents who are willing to take vacation time to participate in a 
Poverty Simulation; a group of students who go on a mission trip to 
share Godõs love with families in a low income neighborhood 
simply cannot not respond.  
  
God is always and already enticing us.  God can and will overwhelm 
us. In those moments, it is rare that those who know and love us 
will cheer us on, but the fire in our bones will find its way out, even 
if it must exhaust our defenses to get there. How many years did 
Mother Teresa serve in the most challenging of situations with no 
sense of God's presence, and yet the fire burned within her, and she 
could do no other? In the end, we too may find ourselves, weary 
and worn, singing praise to the Lord, feeling Jeremiah's knowing 
smile as the only blessing of a day well spent.

I was honored by the Personnel Committeeôs invitation to 
preach our Sunday evening messages for the next few weeks. We had a 
great time on the evening of June 11 looking at the church in 
transition.  The text for the evening was 2 Corinthians 13:11.  There we 
saw five imperatives: Rejoice, Mend What is Broken, Encourage 
Others, Be of One Mind, and Live at Peace.  It was a very timely 
passage of scripture, taken from the Epistle reading of the Lectionary. 

This Sunday night I will continue to follow the Lectionary as 
we consider Romans 6:1-11.  In this text, Paul shifted from the nature 
of sin and death addressed in Romans chapters 1-5 to the nature of 
Godôs grace.  We will see that Romans 6:1-14 presents Grace 
Misunderstood and 6:15-23 Grace Misused.   

While we are together, I would like to receive your feedback 
on how to use best our time together on Sunday night.  I will be happy 
to bring a series of sermons on a section of scripture, on Old/New 
Testament personalities, on doctrinal topics, or simply follow the 
Epistle selection of the lectionary.  But I want you to help make that 
decision.   

I hope you will make your plans to be with us Sunday 
night.  Our ñbreakfast-supperò last week was great – especially Joeôs 
grits!  (Although truth be known they were probably Nitaôs Grits!)  I am 
not sure what is on the menu for our Summer Suppers – but I am sure 
the food and fellowship with be outstanding.
